Unfortunately this means, like other schools in the county and across the country,
that we need to make changes to our current staffing structure that requires a
reduction in the level of our administrative staff. Alongside the rising costs, the
school has had a reduction in income and these factors, meant that in the spring
term we began the formal consultation process with the staff on the proposed
redundancies.
